Berkshire, Buckinghamshire and Oxfordshire Wildlife Trust (BBOWT) need local volunteers 
to help with hands-on conservation work at Woolley Firs, along the A4 just outside 
Maidenhead.  
 
The newly formed ‘Friends of Woolley Firs’ group will care for habitats that will help school 
children connect with nature.  This includes planting traditional varieties of fruit tree over 
the winter, and maintaining a newly-excavated pond. The group will also play a key role 
looking after the arboretum and a chalk grassland bank.
